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There is something deep
and transformational that
happens when we walk
the streets of our
community while
conversing with God.

This is an invitation to
audacity - to believe that
the gospel is transforma-
tive today and that God’s
Spirit is at work in the
uniqueness of our own
individuality and that of
our neighborhoods.

Throughout the next 30
days, be intentional. Take
time to Walk, Pray, Pay
Attention, and Listen.
